The Pathfinder Program provides participants with practical tools for developing and leveraging
internal professional networks, foundational leadership skills, and an understanding of career
development strategies. Each Pathfinder is matched with a Program Facilitator, a mentor who plays
a key role in helping Pathfinders connect what they learn in the program to the organization in
which they work.

This year’s 404 Pathfinders will have access to several new virtual event series, which will
provide numerous opportunities for small-group interaction and relationship building with their
peers. This is in addition to the exclusive leadership and professional-development curriculum—
adapted to the virtual environment—that has always distinguished the LCLD Pathfinder
Program. This year’s participants will also have access to a range of additional programming that
was developed for the LCLD community in 2020.
